Challenge one Mental Challenge - two teams of ten students: Each team member will be asked a math questions. Each right answer is one point for the team. Winning team will not have anyone voted off.

Challenge two: Physical Challenge - Teams will be asked to stand on one leg. Team who can stand the longest will not be voted off.  
Challenge Three: Skills Challenge - Each team will be asked to Shoot baskets for three minutes. Total number of baskets will be counted. Winning team will not be voted off.

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                                   Description of Activities

Station 1   Shooting   Music Room

         Action: Students create paper airplanes and take turns flying them the farthest, or closest to a target.

Station 2  Relay  Parent resource room

          Action: Students’ sneakers are untied and placed in a pile at the other end of the classroom. In teams of 4, students take turns running to the pile of sneakers, finding their own, putting them on fully and tying them, running back to tag the next team member. When done, students must be lined up behind each other at the starting positions.

Station 3     Partner relay   Tunnel

          Action: Teams of four : One student lies on a scooter. The other team members pull the member to a pylon where one switches positions with the rider and they continue back. Repeat until everyone has had a turn being the rider. The trick is to go in a controlled straight line and to all work together.

Station 4    Biathlon   Gym   Front part of gym near stage

         Action Teams set up at one end of the gym .Next person in line may start as first person has finished first shooting activity.  Each person:

·  from pylon #1, slides forward, miming cross country skiing action to pylon #2

·  at pylon #2, stands and shoots 5 beanbags at hoop on chair

·  sliding action is repeated to pylon #3

·  At pylon #3, lie on the ground and shoot 5 beanbags at hoop leaning against the wall

 Total score: time elapsed and targets missed. The lower the score the better.

Station 5   Cross Country Skiing           Corridor on third floor

          Action  Teams of two. Each team must race on skies to the pylon then change position and return to the starting line.

Station 6  Curling     Gym         Back part of gym near equipment room  

           Action Teams of four players. Players try to throw beanbag closest to a pylon. 5 points if bag touches the pylon, 1 point if lands in circle around the pylon.

Station 7   Alpine skiing       Outside on hill

         Action  In teams of five, one student at a time runs to the top, then slides down the hill on the crazy carpet, then passes it to the next one in line on the team. When finished, students line up behind on another. If the hill is not good for sliding then students may run up and down the hill.

Station 8  Snow Sculpture  on front lawn

         Action As each class comes to this station, keep adding to the snow sculpture

Station 9 Speed Skating  between two schools

         Action Teams of five complete in a relay with one from each team running a lap around the yard (oval) and back to pass the baton to the next team person, to repeat. When finished, the team should be lined up at the starting line.
